Onethingthistellsusisthat God can work through anyone, not just saints and religious. Any time someone does
a good deed, God isbehind it. Just as God used Cyrusto free the I sraelites from their Babylonian captivity, God
can use gover nmentsto protect the poor, to help rebuild after disasters, to defend freedom.

In that sense, we can under stand what Jesus says about payment to Caesar and to God. Since everything belongs
to God, that should be our first allegiance. When a gover nment does not protect the weakest or therights of the
poor, it should be accountable. But when God wor ks through gover nments, we can give some support to them by
such activitiesas voting, or paying taxes. Let usask God to work through us also, helping usto proclaim that
God aloneisLORD.
