When we werein high school, we lear ned that the word
sophomor e came from Greek wor ds meaning " wise fools." The
idea was that the second year student thinks he knowsit all now,
but still hasalot tolearn. Thefirst two readingsinvite usto a
banquet of wisdom. Jesus says he himself istheway to
understanding God's will; he gives himself asfood and drink for
eternal life. So how will we accept theseinvitationsto partake of
the Wisdom of God?

Oneway isto read the scriptures every day, taking timeto think
and pray about what you read. Don't do all the talking; let God
have his chance to be heard. The gospels ar e especially good
"food" because of all the examples Jesus gave in his sermons and
parables.

Listen to thereadings and homily at Mass. The Pastor may have
some insights that make you think. Receive communion often to be fed with theliving Bread. The Church has
always taught that we are fed with both the word and the Eucharist.

If wewant to grow in God's wisdom, we have to exercise our faith. If you have afriend or relative whois a good
example of faith, talk with that person about how you experience God or your lack of experiences. Y ou could
offer to be a sponsor for someonein the RCIA, and help someone else' s faith to grow. Your parish or diocese
may also have on-lineresources or discussions. God never forces himself on anyone. To grow in his Wisdom, we
have to accept it. Ask him for real food and you won't be disappointed. But be patient, God only gives what we
areready toreceive.
