If you want to start an argument, try telling your wife that St.
Paul'sletter to the Ephesians says she should agree with
everything you say. I'm sur e that many people have taken out
of context the line about wives being submissive to their
husbands. In fact, thefirst sentence saysthey both should be
subordinate to one another. (Eph 5:21)

So what does Christ show us guys about being subor dinate to
our wives? Paul mentionsthe main example: Christ handing
himself over for her (the Church) refersto hisdeath on the
cross. He madeit even clearer for them the night before he
died: He washed the feet of hisdisciplesand told them to do
the samefor each other. (Jn 13:14-15)

Still not surethat subordination isa mutual quality in
marriage? Paul explainsthat marriageisthe best example of

"love your neighbor asyourself." He quotes Genesis 2:24 about two people becoming one body. So your love for
your self now becomes love for your spouse. Do | love my wife so much that what she needsisasimportant to me
aswhat | need? Do we encour age and support each other in our choresand weaknesses? Do we support each
other'sfaith? Ladies, ask your selvesthe same questions.

Paul's conclusion isthat marriage is a sign of what the church should be. If you ever want to know what the love
of Christ for hisChurch is, look at how a couplein a strong marriage love each other. And if you want to have a
good marriage, love each other as Christ lovesyou.
