Sadly,
prejudiceisasin that isjust as prevalent today asit was 2000
yearsago. Today we have laws for business and gover nment to
prevent preudice. But the subtler forms of judging people by
their race, clothing, speech, religion, etc. sometimes hide behind
patriotism, faith, or the desire to protect our families.

Onereason for preudiceisignorance. When you get an e-mail
that says" true Americans' arewhite, English-speaking
Christians, thereis probably some preudice behind it. The only
way to fight ignorance iswith the truth. Jesus himself said the
truth will set you free. (Jn 8:32) He told usthat God loves all
people, even sinners, so what right do we have to judge someone
just because they are different?

A second reason for prejudiceisfear. Wearetold that certain neighbor hoods are dangerous. Or an older adult
sees thr ee teenage boys walking down the street and because of her fear, she thinksthey could be gang members.
But remember how many times Jesustellsusin the gospels, " Do not be afraid.”

If wecan learn to see Christ in all peoples, regardless of their raceor lifestyle, we are beginning to leave
prejudice behind. If we teach our children to respect the poor, the disabled, the homeless, we can help them to
under stand what James meant about God choosing the " poor in the eyes of the world to berich in faith and to

inherit the kingdom." (Jas 2:5)
