He also instructed her to have an image of His Divine Mercy painted, just asHe
had appeared to her, so that veneration of thisimage would lead a great number of soulsto Him. At the foundation of
that imageisthe simple message, Jesus, | trust in You. Our Lord likewiseinstructed Faustina to let it be known that
Hewished the Sunday after Easter to beinstituted in the Church asa universal Feast of Divine Mercy. Concerning
the feast, Jesus made the following promise: On that day the very depths of My tender mercy are open. | will pour out a
whole ocean of graces upon those souls who approach the fount of My Mercy. The souls that will go to confession and
receive Holy Communion on this day shall obtain complete forgiveness of sins and punishment. Thisincompar able grace
has been described asa kind of “second baptism,” including the remission of all sin and temporal punishment dueto
sin. (N.B. confession within a proximate time before the feast, e.g., during the season of Lent, is sufficient. One must
receive the Eucharist worthily on the feast, thisis, in the state of sanctifying grace.)

Jesusinvitesyou to enter into the cloister of HisHeart! Thisisthe Message of Divine Mercy. Hewantsyou to reside
within HisHeart and experience His Peace. Through His mediation, He wants you to come to know God the Father
and the Holy Spirit, too. Thereisnothing that Our Lord withholds from the soul who sincerely seeks Him with
humble repentance, generosity and trust. Jesus Christ loves you with all HisHeart, and He wants to dwell within your
heart, too. If thereisa need for healing there (and indeed, thereisalways need for healing there), you can be surethat
Heknowsjust what to do.
